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8.7.15.1 APRNs are authorized to assign and supervise medication administration to a medical
assistant if the medical assistant has successfully completed a medical assistant training program and
possesses current national medical assistant certification.

8.7.15.1.1 If a practice is solely operated by APRNs, the APRN must be present in the building
when the medical assistant is administering medications and assumes liability for the actions of the
medical assistant.

8.7.15.2 When a physician delegates to a medical assistant, and an organizational policy exists
to allow the APRN to assign and supervise the medical assistant, the physician retains responsibility
and accountability for the actions of the medical assistant and will be notified of unsafe or improper
practices.
