§ 1444. Liability for actions of agent

(a) A physician may delegate to a medical technician or other assistant or
employee certain activities related to medical care and treatment that the
individual is qualified to perform by training, education, experience, or a
combination of these when the activities are under the control of the
physician. The physician delegating the activities to the individual shall be
legally liable for the individual's performance of those activities, and in this
relationship, the individual shall be the physician's agent.

« 8 1734c. Exemptions

(a) Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to require licensure under
this chapter of any of the following:

(1) Physician assistant students enrolled in a physician assistant
educational program accredited by the Accreditation Review
Commission on Education for the Physician Assistant.

(2) Physician assistants employed in the service of the U.S. Armed
Forces or National Guard, including National Guard in state status,
while performing duties incident to that employment.

(3) Technicians or other assistants or employees of a physician
who perform physician-delegated tasks but who are not rendering
services as physician assistants or identifying themselves as physician
assistants.
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
